We could rack that up in a fl ash, with the klismos-style 
Ares chairs in walnut and suede, $2,360 each, the Libra shellstone-and-iron coffee table, $3,295, 
and the huge round Gatsby shagreen-frame mirror, $3,295.

the agassi graf collection
Retired married tennis legends Andre Agassi and Steffi  Graf have a very comely collection – and 
we’re not just saying that because we’re tennis fans! Showroom standouts: the modular sectional 
in woven leather and chenille (including a tennis ball cushion – so cute!), from $3,062 for an armless 
chair to $6,046 for a corner loveseat, and the Vicenza sandstone coffee table, $4,785.  !
